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Phased Plan for Rifle Range Improvement/Construction at MCL
March 20, 2011

The MCL Rifle Range Committee (membership list attached) provides this general
description of a phased plan for rifle range improvements.

Phase I

Build a berm on the east side of the existing range from the existing shooting benches to
the hillside backstop of the rifle range. The berm will be 9 feet high at the shooting
bench end and a greater height toward the hillside backstop of the current range. Leave
room between the current shooting stations and the berm so that a large truck can back in
to dump dirt to fill the low level in the current range. This filling is proposed for phase
III. If the filling project produces muddy conditions the new 100 yard rifle range will be
available for use until the fill settles and grass grows. Fill will come from the Town of
Mendon, the current piles of fill and dirt that can be taken from the hillside to the east of
the parking lot as authorized by the town based upon the Rocco Venezia certified
elevation survey.

Phase II

Build a 100 yard range with berms and a backstop keeping the range close to the hill to
the south and using that hill for additional backstop. Benches will be donated by
members and placed on a gravel or grass surface. Fill will come from the Town of
Mendon and dirt to be removed from the south and east side hill as authorized by the
town based upon the Rocco Venezia certified elevation survey.

Phase 111

Fill in the low spot in the current rifle range and build up the west berm of that range to a
height of nine feet at the shooting benches and higher toward the hill backstop. Fill dirt
will come from the Town of Mendon.

Secure access to both ranges.

Phases of this range project will be initiated as funds are available and the board approves
that phase.

The town of Mendon has promised to provide fill for the berms if the club signs an
easement form that allows the Town to dump dirt on the club property.

Handling Your Gun

-+ Make sure your gun fits you. To check this, raise the gun to your
face and shoulder with eyes closed--then open them. You should see
the front bead right in the groove of the receive. If the bead is above
or below, your gun doesn't fit and you should have a good gunsmith
adjust the stock accordingly.

-+ Never place the gun to your shoulder and then lower your face to the
stock. This makes for tenseness in the neck muscles. Instead, raise
the gun to your face, to be backed up by your shoulder; adjust height
by raising or lowering elbow.

-+ Handle your gun safely at all times. Keep the receiver open and the
muzzle pointed toward the ground. Don't load until you are on the
target station and actually ready to call for a target.

-+ Hold your gun lightly, with the fore-end just resting in the palm of
your hand. This will let you point the gun smoothly and easily. If you
grip or "muscle" the gun, your arm and body will become tense and poor
shooting will be the resulit.

-+ Don't hold the fore-end so far forward that your arm is practically
straight. This also produces tenseness. Your elbow should be bent to
the degree that is most relaxed for you.
